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De peste un an, doi dintre membrii IRU, AITA din Republica Moldova si ARTRI din Romania, au facut in
repetate randuri afirmatii false, denigratoare si ambigue despre IRU. Au facut aceste acuzatii direct la
Natiunile Unite, organismele directoare TIR si partile contractante, guverne, autoritati vamale si
judiciare, companii de asigurari si mass-media. Actiunile lor au afectat grav reputatia si operatiunile IRU
si au periclitat integritatea sistemului TIR.

Tn tot acest timp, IRU a incercat sa abordeze AITA si ARTRI intr-o manierd constructiva. Insd in acest
moment, este evident ca o continuare a incercarilor de a stabili un dialog constructiv cu AITA si cu
ARTRI nu va fi productiva. Aceste asociatii si reprezentantii lor nu actioneaza intr-un mod demn de un
membru al unei organizatii internationale, asa cum este si IRU.

Pentru a proteja integritatea sistemului TIR si pentru a limita prejudiciile pe care aceste doua asociatii
par sa le cauzeze in mod deliberat, Comitetul Executiv al IRU a decis sa initieze procesul de excludere a
AITA si a ARTRI ca membri ai IRU. Ambele organizatii au fost instiintate privind acest lucru.

Tn paralel, anularea calitatii de membru al IRU va insemna si incetarea contractelor de afiliere cu IRU si
cu partenerii acesteia ale ARTRI si ale AITA privind functionarea sistemului TIR. Data preconizata a
incetarii este 31 ianuarie 2018, ceea ce va permite implementarea de acorduri juridice si logistice
alternative.

n aceste momente problematice, scopul nostru este acela de a proteja interesul tuturor partilor
interesate din sistemul TIR, in special al operatorilor de transport care utilizeaza sistemul, pentru ca
acestea sa nu aiba si mai mult de suferit Tn urma actiunilor lui ARTRI si AITA.

Trebuie analizate aspecte practice si juridice importante, si colaboram strans cu toate partile interesate
vizate din Republica Moldova, din Romania si din alte parti, pentru a asigura o tranzitie lind catre noi
asociatii emitente pana la inceputul lui 2018 fara ca lantul de garantii sa fie perturbat.

Excluderea unui membru din IRU nu este un lucru usor de facut si IRU doreste sa se asigure ca procesul
urmat este just si echitabil pentru toate partile implicate si ca nu compromite integritatea globala a
sistemului TIR.

IRU a gestionat TIR timp de aproape 70 de ani si fsi ia in serios responsabilitatile fata de: TIR, de
membrii IRU, de operatorii de transport si de industria transporturilor rutiere in ansamblul ei. IRU nu
poate ramane pasiva in timp ce AITA si ARTRI produc in mod continuu si aparent deliberat daune lui IRU
si sistemul TIR.

IRU va depune eforturi pentru a oferi regulat tuturor partilor interesate informatii actualizate privind
aceasta problema: tuturor asociatiilor membre IRU, tuturor operatorilor de transport din Romania si
din Republica Moldova care utilizeaza TIR, autoritatilor guvernamentale relevante din Romania si din
Republica Moldova, Natiunilor Unite si companiilor de asigurari.

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For more than a year, two IRU members, AITA in Moldova and ARTRI in Romania, have repeatedly made
false, defamatory and misleading allegations against IRU. They have done this directly to the United
Nations, TIR governing bodies and contracting parties, governments, customs and legal authorities,
insurance companies, and the media. This has seriously damaged IRU’s reputation and activities, and put
at risk the integrity of the TIR system.

IRU has tried, throughout this time, to engage with both AITA and ARTRI in a constructive manner. It is
now clear however that continuing to attempt further constructive dialogue with AITA and ARTRI will not
be productive. These associations and their representatives do not behave in the way one would expect
from a member of an international organisation such as IRU.

In order to protect the integrity of the TIR system and to limit the damage that these two associations
seem to be deliberately undertaking, IRU’s Presidential Executive Board has therefore decided to initiate
the process to exclude AITA and ARTRI as members of IRU. Both organisations have been notified of this.

In parallel, the exclusion from IRU membership would also entail termination of ARTRI’s and AITA’s
affiliation contracts with IRU and its partners regarding operation of the TIR system. The targeted
termination date is 31 January 2018, allowing alternative legal and logistical arrangements to be put in
place.

Our aim in these challenging times is to protect the interest of all TIR stakeholders, in particular the
transport operators who use the system, so that they do not have to further suffer from the actions of
ARTRI and AITA.

There are important practical and legal issues to consider, and we are working closely with all
stakeholders concerned in Moldova, Romania and beyond, to ensure a smooth transition to new issuing
associations by early 2018 without disruption to the guarantee chain.

Excluding any member from IRU is not an issue to be taken lightly, and IRU aims to make sure that the
process followed is fair and just for all concerned, and does not compromise the integrity of the TIR
system globally.

IRU has managed TIR for almost 70 years and takes its responsibilities seriously: to TIR, IRU members,
transport operators and the road transport industry as a whole. IRU cannot stand by and do nothing as
AITA and ARTRI continually, and seemingly deliberately, damage IRU and the TIR system.

IRU will endeavour to update all relevant stakeholders on this issue on a regular basis: all IRU member
associations, transport operators in Romania and Moldova who use TIR, relevant government authorities
in Romania and Moldova, the United Nations, and insurance companies.
